District Belt Loop Midway 

 
Join us on January 10th, 2009 from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm at Eisenhower Middle School in Succasunna for the 
Black River District’s annual Belt Loop Midway. 
 
This is a unique opportunity for Cub Scouts to earn various Academic and Sports Belt Loops in a day.  It is 
possible for Scouts to complete all requirements for the listed Belt Loops.  Each Scout who earns a Belt Loop 
will receive ONE FREE the day of the event, each additional Belt Loop will be provided by the Scout’s Pack. 

 
Registration and Fees:  We highly encourage early registration to ensure availability of programs and 
courses.  This year all registration will be done on-line on the Black River District Web Site 
which can be found under http://br.ppbsa.org/weswb01.htm   The registration site will be 
available after December 1st, 2008.  The registration fee of $6.00 per scout, which includes a patch segment for 
the event, as well as ONE Academic & Sports Belt Loop, which will be given at the event.  Registration 
deadline is January 3rd, 2009.  NO LATE REGISTRATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
 
Food & Snacks:  Food for lunch will be available for purchase at the Midway, courtesy of Pack 188.  The 
menu will be announced the day of the event. 
 
Cancellation and refund policy: for all programs offered by the Patriots’ Path Council, B.S.A., a great 
deal of planning and purchasing takes place well in advance.  These plans include, but are not limited to, 
staffing, food, program materials, patches and awards, rental and purchase of equipment.  When an individual 
or group makes a reservation for an activity or program, these items are included in ordering of materials and 
staffing for that event. 
 
Refunds:  Individuals that cancel their program reservations before thirty (30) days prior to the date of the 
event will receive a refund of fees paid, less 15% administrative charge.  No refunds will be made after the 30 
day cancellation deadline unless there is a medical or other emergency.
